Abbey Stained Glass, at
Kilmainham in Dublin have
repaired the windows and
they are now ready for instal -
lation once the building work
is complete. The company had
refurbished the windows in
1997 and had a detailed knowl-
edge of the window’s design. A
number of other fan windows
have also been repaired by the
studio.
